Final Project

To culminate this book, you will create a written piece that shows your knowledge of two characters in the novel and one other creative piece that represents another element of the book (for example: setting, theme, or symbols).

Requirement #1 – The written piece

For this portion of the project, you will choose two characters from the book: you may NOT pick Thea and Peter as a pair, though you may choose one of them, and choose another character.

You should have found 5-10 quotes for each character that you think represent each character’s personality or significant events for them. Additionally, you should also have a short list of personality traits for each character.

You have a choice to write one of three different types of poems, or do an “open mind” silhouette for each character – individual guidelines for these will be explained in detail to help you make your choice. The open mind activity consists of an abstract written piece, but still incorporates your quotes and character traits with written explanation.

Poem choices:

· I Am Poem

· Dialogue Poem

· Auto-Bio Poem

Requirement #2 – The creative piece
You will choose one of the options below to complete in addition to the written portion.

· A Setting Map

Draw a map of Gracehope or Peter’s camp based on how you think it would look. This must be in color and include labels for all details.

· An Award for a Character

Did one of the main characters do something extraordinary?  Create an award to honor that person! It could be a paper certificate honoring an heroic act, an act of generosity, kindness, loyalty, etc.  Or it could be a 3-dimensional trophy-like award.  Include a brief explanation that outlines why your character deserves this award. Use specific examples from the book.

· Gift for a Character

Is one of the characters particularly special?  If you could give them a gift, what would it be?  Draw or bring in the gift and write a short explanation detailing the reason(s) for your gift.

· Thematic or Symbolic elements
Were there some interesting items or artifacts in your book?  Did your character carry something with them, or were they searching for something?  Create a 3-dimensional reproduction of an important item or artifact. Include a brief description of the item and its significance to the story.
