Steps in Analyzing a Political Cartoon
· Identify the characters, symbols and objects in the cartoon. 

· Look for clues and details that would give further meaning. 

· Identify the main idea of the cartoon by reading the captions and putting the message into your own words. 

· Identify any bias the cartoonist might have. 

Write or type your responses to the following questions: 

1. What is the event or issue that inspired the cartoons? 

2. What background knowledge do you need to understand the message? 

3. Are there any real people in the cartoon? 

4. Did the artist use caricatures, if so what are they? 

5. Are there symbols in the cartoons?  If so, what are they and what do they represent? 

6. What is the cartoonist's opinion about the topic portrayed? 

7. Does the caption help you understand the message?  How?

8. Do you agree or disagree with the cartoonist's opinion? Why?
