Script Formatting Guidelines

Your final script should look, well, like a script!  By following these simple guidelines, you cannot go wrong!

*Your script must contain a centered title at the top of the page.

*Under the title, your script must contain the names of the characters in your play.  Make sure to spell their names correctly!

*The lines in your script must be written like those in the example below.

*Your script must be typed using 12-point Times font, and it must be single-spaced.

Sample Script:

The Floating Rocks

Cast:

Narrator (Mark Dallmann)

Bobby (Dan Maturen)

Betty (Tony Reimers)

Billy (KaTrina Wentzel)

Bun-Bun (Bob Cooke)

Narrator:  It is a cold day in Boston in early March 1772.  Our characters are gathered on the docks of the Boston Harbor.

Bobby:  Hey, do you see what I see?

Billy:  That depends.

Betty:  Can you be more specific, Bobby?

Bobby:  Look, out in the harbor.  Are those floating rocks?

Bun-Bun:   You're dumber than a rock, Bobby!  Rocks don't float.

*Get the idea?  Pretty easy to format, wouldn't you agree?  Hey, I'm talking to you!
