•Assignment 5:  Read Chapters 12 – 14
Daily Response:  
What does Scout mean:  ”That Calpurnia led a modest double life never dawned on me”? (Chapter 12)  In what ways does Cal lead a “double life”?  What do you feel about the character, Lula?  

•Assignment 6:  Read Chapters 15 – 17
Daily Response:  
Part 1:  The next morning after the scene in front of the jail, Atticus explains to the children why Mr. Cunningham is a good person.  What is Atticus’s definition of a “mob”?  Why does he believe that the mob broke up?


Part 2:  Who are “mixed chillun”?  Where do they belong in the caste system?
